Together, we will explore how God’s 
Word is not a burden but a gift—an 
invitation to know Him more deeply, 
to hear His voice clearly, and to build 
lives firmly rooted in truth. Come and 
be encouraged to treasure the Bible as 
life-giving, sustaining, and profoundly 
satisfying.
